You only need to keep up with numbers not names except
for the ones specified. If you plant a flat, estimate the number of plants
in the flat. If you plant a packet of seeds, check the packet for the number
of plants you likely will realize from it. These are numbers needed for
the report that goes to the state garden club in January 2008.
